HOLDING, TANK ORDINANCE

BE IT ENACTED AND ORDAINED by the §upervisp;s ?f
Halifax Township, of Dauphin County, Penneylvania, and it is
hereby enacted and ordained as foliows: ‘ ’

SECTION 1,

,furposes. The purpose of this Ordinance is
to establisk vrocedures for- the use and.maintenance - of existing

and new holding tanks designed to receive and retain  sewage .
whether from residential or commercial ‘uses and ‘it is hereby
declared that the enactment of this Ordinance is ‘necessary for

the protection, benefit and preservation of the health, safety
and welfare of the inhabitants of this municipality. '

SECTION 2. -Definitioné. Unless the context specificai}y
and clearly indicates ot ervise, the meaning of terms used in
this Ordinance shall be as follows:

A.  MAuthority" shall mean Supervisors of Halifax Township,
Pauphin County, Pennsylvania. ‘ ’

B. "Hoiding Tank" means a watertight receptacle, whether
_permanent or temporary which receives and retains sewage conveyed
by a water carrying system and is designed and constructed to
facilitate the ultimate Gisposal of the sewage at another site.

C. “Improved Property" shall mean any pfoperty within the
Township upon which there Is erected a structure intended for
continucus or periodic habitation, occupancy or use by human

beings or animals and from which structure sewage shall or may be
discharged.

D. "Owner" shall meah any' person vested with ownership,
legal or equitable

» sole or partial, of any property located in
the Township. ’ a

E:. "Person" shall mean any individual, partpership,
company associlation, corporation or other group or entity,

¥, U"Sewage' shall mesn any substance that contains any of
the wuaste prbducts_ er excrement oxr other discharge from the

bodies of human beings or animals and any noxious or deleterious
substance being harmful or inimical to the public health, or to

animal ox aguatic life or to the use of water for comestic-water
supply or for xecreation.

: G. ”Municipalitz” shall mean Township, Dauphin County,
Pennsylvania. . :

Section 3. Right and rivileges granted. That the Authoriry
-1s  hereby authorized an eMmpowere to undertake within the
Township the control and methods of holding "tank use, sewage
disposal and sewage collection and transportation thereof,



Section 4. Rules and Regulations. That the Authority is
hereby authorived  and empowered to adopt such rules and

regulations concerning dewage which it may deem necessary from
time to time to effect.the purposes herein.

i Section 5. Rules and Regulations -to be in Conformity with
Applicable Law. “ATI such rules and regulations adepted by the
Autherity shall be -in conformity with the previsions herein, all
other Ordinances of the Township, and, &1)1 applicable laws, and

applicable -rules and regulations cf adwinistrative agencies of
the commonwealth of Pennsylvania. : ’

Section 6. Rates and Charges. The Authority shall have the
right ~ and power to Tfix, alter, charge and collect rares,
assessments, and bther charpes in the area 'served by its

facilities at reasonable and wniform rates as esuthorized by
applicable law.

Section 7. Exclusiveness of Rights and Privilepes.
A, The collection and transportation of all sewage from

any improved property utilizing a holding tank shall
be done solely by or under the direction and control
of the Authority, and the disposal thereof shall be
made only at such site or sites as may be approved by
the Department of.Environmental Resources of the
Commonwealth of Penmsylvania. .

B. . The Authority will receive, review and retain pumping
receipts from permitted holding tanks.

c. The Authority will complete and retainr annual
ingpection reports for each permitted tank.

Section 8. Duties of Improved Property Owner. The owner of.
an improved propeY¥ty that uiilizes a holding rank shall:

A. Maintain the holding tank in conformance with this or
any Ordinance of this Township, the provisions of any applicable
law, and the rules and regulations of the Aurhority and any
administrative agency of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.

B. permit only the Authority or 'its agent to inspect
holding tanks or an annual basis. o

C. Permit only the Authority -or its agent to collect,
transport and dispose of the contents therein.

Section 9. Viclations. Any pergson who wiclates any
provis{ons of Hection & shall, upon convietion thereof by summary
proceedings, be sentenced to pay a fine of not less than One
Hundred (5106.06) . dollars and not more than Three Hundred
(§300.00) dollars and . cents, and in default of said fine and
costs to underge imprisonment in the County Prison for a period
not in excess of thirty (30) days. ' '



Section 10. Abatement of Nuisances, In addition to any
other remedies provided in this Ordinance, dny violdation of
Section 8 above shall constitute a niusance and shall be abated
by the municipality or the Authority by either seeking litigation
of the niusance or appropriate equitable or legal relief from a
court of competent jurisdiction. : '

Section 11. Repeal. All Ordinances cor resolutions or parts

of Ordinances or rTeso utions, insofar as they are inconsistent
herewith, be and the sampe are hereby repealed,

Section 12. Severability. If any sentence, clause, section
or pEfE—_af‘_Eﬁig%TiﬁﬁEEQEE? is for any reason - found K to be
unconstitutional, illegal or invalid, such wunconstitutionality,
illegality or invalidity shall not affect or impair any of the
remaining provisions, sentences, clauses, sections, or parts of
this Ordinance. It is hereby declared as the intent of the Board
of Bupervisors of the Township, that this Ordinesnce woulé have
been adopted had such constitutiomal, illegal or invalid

sentence, clause, section or part thereof not been included
therein. :

Section 13. Effective Date. This Ordinance shall become
effective five (5) days after its adoption.
